The virtual summer school is an excellent opportunity for your students to join the
internationalisation at home project. Various tasks, webinars, and team projects will allow students
to develop their cross-cultural and digital competencies and gain knowledge on cross-cultural
communication.

Expected student workload would be between 35 and 40 hours for 10 days of Summer School.
That would be equivalent to 1.5 ECTS.

Numerous schools include their students in our virtual summer school and enable them to have the
obligations recognised within their courses.

Course structure

The free course is structured around attractive online activities, individual and collaborative. Course
activities are supported by a course tutor throughout the course. Students and tutor will meet in the
virtual learning environment Blackboard, where all resources, guidelines and forums are to be found.
For technical issues online support will be provided. There are synchronous sessions (webinars)
planed.
